MAINTAINING STRONG OXYGEN 
LEVELS IN YOUR AQUARIUM OR 
POND 
Often overlooked in aquariums and ponds is the 
oxygen content. This is especially true in warmer 
water. What brings oxygen into your aquarium or 
pond? Surface agitation is often the only means. 
Though power filters and water pumps move 
large volumes of water through your system, if 
the surface is not being heavily agitated, little 
oxygen is being generated. Be sure to have return 
spouts pointed up at the surface to roll the water 
heavily. If you use power filters, be sure not to 
overfill your aquarium as this may reduce the 
surface movement causing oxygen levels to 
plummet and your animals to suffocate. We see 
this happen often at the store to customers that 
just use that last bit of water to overtop the 
aquarium not thinking about reducing the surface 
agitation. Within hours, fish are gasping at the 
surface and/or already dying. In freshwater 
aquariums and ponds, the addition of an airstone 
driven by a simple air pump will prevent this 
from happening. Adding a power head or strong 
circulation pump that heavily agitates the surface 
will do the same. This is the best method in 
saltwater aquariums as airstones cause massive 
salt creep issues that become a daily clean-up. If 
you have a live plant aquarium, the plants are 
photosynthesizing during the day, giving off 
plenty of oxygen. At night, the reverse happens! 
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Live plants benefit from NOT having an airstone 
during the day but at night, you can place your 
air pump on a timer to come on just after the 
lights go out. This will ensure that your fish 
receive safe oxygen levels in the aquarium at 
night too. In outdoor ponds, the water 
temperature can easily reach close to 90 degrees 
as the summer progresses. Oxygen levels bottom 
out easily at these temperatures and can wipe out 
your entire pond. Adding airstones or extra 
fountain pumps to heavily agitate the surface will 
prevent this disaster from happening to your fish.  

 
SEE THE SURFACE HAZE    - LOW OXYGEN!! 
A good indicator of low oxygen content in an 
aquarium is to look up at the surface of the water 
from the front glass. If you see a surface film 
(almost oil- like), then your aquarium is likely on 
the verge of an oxygen crash. Quickly correct 
this by adding devices to agitate the water 
surface more heavily.  
 

AQUARIUM FISH ANTIBIOTICS ARE 
BECOMING MORE EXPENSIVE 
Leave it to our government to cost you more 
once again (and some really stupid people). 
Aquarium fish antibiotics have been used for 
years to cure our fish of bacterial infections. In 
the past, they have been packaged in capsules 
just as the antibiotics you get from a pharmacist. 
Well, some really dumb folks out there have used 
these fish packaged antibiotics to use on 
themselves and their family members. This has 
led to new rules when selling antibiotics in the 
aquarium trade. They can no longer be in any 
form other than pre-packaged individual dose 
powders. What does that mean to you? More 
expensive packaging costs and regulations for 
aquarium fish medications. You will soon find it 
impossible to get fish medications in capsules or 
tablet forms. Instead, it will be more expensive 

boxes of powdered antibiotics in individual 
packets per dose. This is already in place with 
larger companies like Aquarium Pharm, Mardel 
Labs and others. Compare this. Mardel packaged 
eight tablets of erythromycin (sold as Maracyn) 
for about $5. The new package of eight powder 
packets (treats exactly the same amount of water) 
is now almost $15. Just be aware the next time 
you have to treat your fish for a bacterial disease 
that it will cost you quite a bit more. This is 
another good reason to have a small quarantine 
tank for holding new fish or treating a sick fish!

CORYDORAS CATFISH IN THE 
AQUARIUM 
With so many exciting catfish in aquarium 
stores, so often the wrong type of catfish is added 
to a freshwater aquarium. You can easily 
distinguish the problem catfish from the more 
peaceful catfish.  

 
POPULAR PICTUS CATFISH – AS THEY GROW 
THEY WILL EAT SMALL FISH (SEE THE MOUTH 
POINTS FORWARD). 
If you have a catfish with a mouth that points 
forward, then it is most likely a catfish that will 
eat small fish. Instead, look for catfish with a 
down-turned mouth such as Corydoras catfish 
species. There are hundreds of Corydoras catfish 
species to choose from and none of them are 
predatory. From a simple $3 species to more 
rarely imported species that can cost $30 or 
more, there is a corydoras catfish for any budget.  

 
A SCHOOL OF CORYDORAS TRILINEATUS CATS 

Most corydoras catfish species are extremely 
hardy, enjoy living in groups of two or more, 
often breed in the aquarium and are the perfect 
scavenger of uneaten food.  

 
A LINE UP OF CORYDORAS PANDA CATFISH! 
Corydoras catfish enjoy soft water with a 
temperature range of 76-85 degrees making them 
the perfect catfish for most community 
aquariums. If you choose to keep a large group 
of these catfish, supplement their diet using 
sinking type pellets designed just for small 
catfish. If your water is hard, it can lead to 
problems with corydoras. Symptoms can include 
receding fins and/or eroded mouth barbels.

Fine gravel, sand or smooth larger gravel will 
also protect corydoras catfish from having their 
barbels damaged while they rummage through 
the substrate in search of food.
